On the other hand, the Library and Collection Manag Sof is fo d on facilitating the catalogue data
enteringloonsulting but, although following worldwide pted norms and bularies, the datsbases are propristary
and lock free access. These propristary solutions hampsr the interoperability between difierent vendors of Library or
Collection Management Sofware.

To overcome the limitations of current Library or Collection M ent Softy when sharing contents from libraries,
archives and mussums, ALIADA (Automatic publication under Llnhed dAta paradigm of library and museum DAt3) project
has accomplished a tool nmplemenmg a3 nove! approach o automatically publish, under the Linked Open Data paradigm,
the contents they host. Thus, achi teroperability and thersfore adding value 1o the collections and storsd
funds, favoring the reuse of public data opening it to the world in a formatthatcan be proosssed by machines and linked o
other existing datassts.

ALIADA (Automstic publication under Linked dAta paradigm of library and museum DAta) sutomatizes the publication in the
Linked Open Diata cloud of open dsta hosted by different Library or Collection Mansgement Software.

ALIADA supports the whole Iife cycle of reuse of multiingual open dsta from public bodies, providing & usable and open
source tool that sutomstize the selection, publication and linking of datasets in the Linked Data Cloud by the ALIADA users:
IT staff, documentslists, curstors and librarians in instiutions thst own dstssets managed by library andior mussum
managemeant software.

ALIADA will make it possible libraries and museums interoperability, so that they can share their collections and offer them
to the general public, by means of the linked opan data cloud, allowing new interaction experiences for the general public that
now will hewe access to data historically locked in the institutions that host it. And as side effect, this dats from libraries and
museums will also enrich the existing open data prowiding new possibilities to innovative SMEs that wants to make use of
the published open dats and the open source tool ALIADA.

ALIADA iz an open source plugin for the library or collection management software that supports the following input formats:
MARC XML Bibliographic, MARC XML Authorties, LIDO XML and DublinCore XML ALIADA exposes museums and
libraries’ collections through linked data paradigm using ontologies, based on FRERoo (that includes CIDOC-CRM). It also
stablishes connections with other linked open datasets, such as DBEPedia, GeoMames, Freebase, BME, BMB, Europsana,
MNSZL, MARC Codes List, VIAF, LOBID Libraries & relsted organizstions, LOEID Bibliographic Resources, Library of
Congress Subject Headings and Open Library. These characteristics make it possible the development of new applications
thet make use of the interopersbility and inferring capacity of this technology.

ALIADA (ally in Spanish, female genre) is the ally to every Library or Collection Management Software with the
overall objective: to open - unlock and expose - the data managed by Library or Collection Management Software
under the Linked Data paradigm, allowing external data reusing to improve the collections and/for exhibitions and to
be maore efficientin the creation and sharing of cataloguing metadata.

Innovations in ALIADA are:

« ALIADA automatically generates metadata in RDF format from the input records provided by the libraries and
museums in one of the following formats: MARC XML Bibliographic, MARC XML Authorities, LIDD XML or
DublinCore XML. The RDF generation is performed using ALIADA ontology, which is based in the following
ontologies: FRERoo, SKOS-¥L, FoaF, WG584 and OWL-Time.

« ALIADA automatically generates links from the generated RDF metadata to the following external datasets:
DBEPedia, GeoMNames, Freebase, BNE, BENB, Europeana, NSZL, MARC Codes List, WIAF, LOBID Libraries &
related organizations, LOBID Bibliographic Resources, Library of Congress Subject Headings and Open Library.

» ALIADA automatically publishes the generated metadata as apen data in the Linked Data cloud.

Methods

ALIADA development has been carried out following the next steps:

» Specification of ALIADA requirements, ALIADA ontology engineering and architecture design.

+ Implementation of the first and final prototype of ALIADA with their corresponding publication phases on the
open source community of GitHub.

« Deployment of the first and final prototypes of ALIADA in the Library or Collection Management Software
provided by the IT SMEs of the consortium (ARTIUM and MFAB).

» ALIADA performance and usability monitoring over the ALIADA prototypes in order to improve its performance
levels and usability in terms of users' perception (learning curve and operation) and use easiness and
maintenance requirements. This has been achieved through three workshops:

1. the first workshop has been held with a small number of staff from the companies and institutions inside the
consortium

. the second workshop has been held with staff (about 15 people) from the companies and institutions of the

consortium

. the third werkshop has been held with external companies and institutions.

The main technologies addressed by ALIADA and the comesponding progress beyond the stete-of the-art ane: GCther resources
Bibliographic description

ISBEDs (Internstional Standard Bibliographic Descriptions) focus exclusively on abstract features of publicetions and contain
no prescription &= how the particular festures of an individual copy should be documented. MARC formsts were primarily
developed to share information about publications: the five MARC 21 communication formats - MARC 21 Format for
Bibliographic Diats, MARC 21 Format for Authority Dsta, MARC 21 Formst for Holdings Dats, MARC 21 Format for
Classification Data, and MARC 21 Format for Community Information - are widely used standards for the representation and
exchange of bibliographic, authority, holdings, clessification, and community informstion dsts in machine-resdable form.

In the museum word the following standerds coexist: CIDOC CRM is a reference ontology for the interchange of cultural
heritage information and as such is an |50 21127:2005 standard, providing & high level reference model for museums.
CIDOC CRM is well placed to become an important information standard and reference mode! for Semantic Web initiatives,
and serves as a guide for data, or database. The most recent implementation of the CIDOC CRM is the Erdangen CRM.
Spectrum is & collection mansgement standsrd, it can be the base of dsts formst and the workflow mansgement of
Caollection Management Systems. LIDO is an output formst siming information interchange. LIDO, specified as a XML
Schema, is the result of & joint effort of the COWA Lite, museurndst, SPECTRUM and CIDOC CRM. Under suitable choice
of terminology, LIDC maps to a CIDOC CRM compstible form. COWA Lite and museumdat are two formats thet are no
longer developad.

Caonsidering the museum world, LIDO is the obwious choice for using as input formst of ALIADA, because it is the exchange
formnat of the museum domain. Regarding libraries, MARC21 is the most extendsd format and for that reason ALIADA uses it
as input format, concretly the XML Schema for MARG 21 records: MARCHML.

Ontologies in the biblographic and museum world

In the last years, seversl international intistives have sttempted to convert library and museum dats to web langusge. As an
example, the popular Dublin Core approach assumes that the relevant relastionships could be represented by common
sttribute walues. This will indeed sllow selecting paintings and books crested by the same painter, or things of & particular
category and books specialized to this particular category.

The most known ontologies s well as the new appearances and approaches in the biblingraphic world are:

= The CIDOC Conceptual Reference Model (CRM). It is a core ontology aiming to integrate cultural heritage information.

* The FRER model ('Functional Requirements for Bibliographic Records’) was designed as an entity-relstionship model by
a study group appointed by the International Federation of Library Associations and Institutions [|FLA).

* The FRERoo sppesrs as an approsch to resch harmonization between FRER and CIDOC CRM model (Intemstional
Council of Museums ).

* The Bibliographic Ontology (BIE0) describe citations and bibliographic references (ie. quotes, books, articles, stc.) on
the Semantic Web.

* The BIBFRAME model is the library community’s formal entry point for becoming part of & much langer web of dats and
to determine a transition path for the MARC 21 exchange format to more Web based, Linked Data standards.

From these ontological resources it was decided to reuse the Erangen FRERoo ontology to implement ALIADA ontology,
becauze it includes FRER for libraries and CIDOC-CRM for museums.

Other ontologies reused in ALIADA ontology  to model the ALIADA knowledge domain are: FOAF, SKOS-XL, WGESE4 and

OWL-Time.

The choize of these ontologies make it possible to ALIADA to expose mussums and libraries’ data - offered using standards
as MARCXML, LIDO and even through a propristary relational database - through linked data paradigm, making it possible
connections with other linked open data s=ts that host bibliographic and cultural heritage data and fawouring the dewslopment
of new applications that make use of the interoperability and inferring capacity of this technology.

ALIADA tool has been implemented and provided as open source at Github repositoty, so opening the tool to the
whole foreseen community: cultural institutions, developers and library and collection management software
vendors.

During ALIADA three workshops have tested the usability and technical aspects. As a consequence of this_ an easy-
to-use and robust tool addressed to the cultural community has been obtained, which hides the technical aspects
ALIADA tool has been deployed in the two cultural institutions of the consortium: Artium Museum and Museum of
Fine Arts of Budapest Three different cataloguing formats are considered: MARC, LIDO and DublinCore

ALIADA tool has been integrated with the Amicus Librisuite selution for libraries management

The first and final prototypes of ALIADA have been deployed in the Library or Collection Management Software provided
by the IT SMEs of the consortium: ARTIUM (Cotemporary Art Museum in Spain) and MFAB (Museum of Fine Arts of
Budapest).

+ The deployment of this first release was monitored by staff from the cultural institutions with experience in the
management system. The SMEs supported technically the testing. During this first deployment, the librarians from
ARTIUM and curators and [T staff from the Museum of Fine Arts Budapest, selected the MARC or LIDO metadata
to convert to RDF and to link to other external datasets. The datasets were generated and stored in the Virtuoso
RDF store, but they were not yet officially published on the DataHub repository. because the Publishing module of
ALIADA was scheduled for the second prototype.

« The deploymentof the second release included the publication of the datasets in the DataHub repesitory. Morecver,
it was also possible to import Dublin Core XML and MARC XML Authorities records to convert to RDF, as it was
another improvement included in the second prototype.
